From the Bridge - Pete Stevenson 
 
And now for something completely different. 
 
A recent publication, that you may have missed: USCG Proceedings Fall 2021, published information about 
Charleston that I found interesting. 
 
Charleston sits at the confluence of the Ashley, Cooper and Wando rivers forming an all weather inlet that 
intersects with the Intracoastal waterway.  Among the several early names for the settlement were Charles 
Town and Holy City ( so named for it’s church spires) .  By 1740 Charles Town was America’s principal port 
for export of raw materials and import of staple commodities. 
 
Three centuries later the Greater Charleston Port Complex is one of 17 strategic seaports designated by the 
Federal Government.  The port comprises six public terminals (owned and operated by the South Carolina 
Ports Authority) several independent bulk cargo and petrochemical facilities plus a large scale repair and ser-
vice shipyard.  Also housed in the port is a Naval weapons station, a contingent of Ready Reserve Force ships 
and soon a major home port for Coast Guard cutters. 
 
In April 2020, Charleston marked the 350th anniversary of the arrival in Charleston Harbor of the three masted 
frigate Carolina.  Just months later in 2020 the Panamax freighter CMA CGM Brazil made a port call at 
Charleston. This vessel is nearly 150,000 gross tons and can carry 15,000 20 foot containers. 
 
One of the great advantages for Charleston is the short transit from sea buoy to a terminal of under one hour. 
The port features a cruise ship terminal, a RO-RO dock (roll on roll off). The Columbus Street terminal moves 
220,000 vehicles in and out of the southeast corridor of the US each year.  The cargo dock moves 700,000 
tons of bulk cargo while the passenger ship terminal hosts 260,000 cruise ship passengers annually. 
 
The Arthur Ravenel Jr. bridge features a 186 foot air gap and a 600 foot channel that allows the super large 
container ships and other large vessels to access the three SCPA container terminals, the independent bulk and 
petrochemical facilities, the shipyard and the Naval weapons station. In addition the new Hugh K. Leather-
mann terminal opened in 2021 to handle containers and upon completion in 2023 will double Charleston’s 
capacity.   
 
There are more than 40 major businesses in the Greater Charleston including aerospace automotive and elec-
tronics enterprise and the metro area is predicted to exceed one million in population by 2028

The Case For The VHF Radio 

Most of us carry cell phones on our boats to keep in touch with land-based contacts and businesses easily. As 
convenient as they are, they shouldn't be used in place of a very high frequency (VHF) radio. Here are some 
drawbacks connected with cell phones aboard boats. 

• Most are not water resistant, and their range is relatively short. 

• Most cell antenna/stations are placed and oriented to favor land-based use. 

• A cell phone is point to point; thus, it won't allow you to "broadcast" to all boats in range, which is vital 
in a true emergency. 

 

Why The VHF Radio? 

Very High Frequency (VHF) marine-band radios are the primary means of communication for vessels 
throughout the United States, commonly used for: 

• Distress calling 

• Reporting emergencies and hazardous conditions 

• Ship to shore communications 

• Navigation (calling bridge masters, etc.) 

• Marine operator for placing calls to shore 
NOAA weather broadcasts 
VHF radios may be hand-held or fixed-mount radios. If you experience or witness a marine emergency, 
channel 16 on a VHF radio is the fastest and most reliable way to bring help. The USCG monitors the marine 
VHF band 24 hours a day, seven days a week. In fact, the USCG, most TowBoatUS and Vessel Assist towers 
can locate your boat by tracking your VHF signal. This is something impossible to do with a cell phone. 
 

Digital Selective Calling (DSC) 

A VHF radio equipped with Digital Selective Calling, or DSC, has the equivalent of a "mayday button." All 
new fixed-mount VHF radios come with this one-button feature, which is usually labeled "DISTRESS." 
When activated, it automatically broadcasts an encoded distress call that will be picked up by all nearby ves-
sels equipped with DSC, as well as US Coast Guard vessels and their shore stations. If the radio is interfaced 
with your GPS, it will also automatically broadcast the distressed vessel's position. To use DSC, you must 
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obtain an MMSI (Maritime Mobile Service Identity) number. You may do so for free through USPS. 
With a DSC equipped VHF radio you can hail a fellow skipper, or a group of boats that might be cruising or 
fishing together, as long as you know their DSC numbers. The hail goes out with the push of a button. 
 

Want To Learn More?  

USPS has a few ways to get up to speed on VHF radio communications. One is a 
seminar on the basics of marine radios.There is also an Elective Course, “Marine 
Communication Systems.” This course covers the various kinds of marine digital 
communication systems, including VHF radios, Single Side Band for longer dis-
tance communication, and satellite systems. The scope is for coastwise through 
transoceanic voyaging. 
 
Topics include: 
• Radio history, frequencies, and VHF communications 

• Global Maritime Distress and Safety System (GMDSS) 

• FCC rules and radio licenses 

• Radiotelephone operating procedures 

• Long-range radio communications 

• Radio maintenance 

• Other marine communication systems 
 
 

This course is usually completed in seven two-hour sessions, followed by an  
exam. You can find more about it here.
