From the Bridge - Pete Stevenson 
 
Well I am back, at least in spirit, and it is once again my turn to write the cover article (from the bridge) for 
the Pilot.  In this issue there will be safety while  boating, and safety on the water articles.  Of course there 
will also be introduction to coming events.  My remarks will be a little drier, and limited to brief summaries 
concerning the administrative business of the squadron. 
 
The most immediate business is that USPS will hold the annual Board of Governors meeting in Raleigh start-
ing September 4th.  Chris and Nioka Rose will represent our interests.   
 
Issues of interest are: 
1. the squadron SEO (education officer) will no longer require pre approval ( before election by squadron ) 

by the national organization.  Simple election by a squadron will serve.  
2. Some budget maneuvering   
3. Removal of the requirement that the squadron commander and other leaders have at least one advanced 

course.  This brings the National organization in line with our squadron which has had commanders and 
other officers without advanced degrees.  

4. The establishment of the rights of the squadron to have a voice in the distribution of assets in the event of 
the dissolution of the squadron.   

5. Some rubbish in the finest “woke”  “tail between the legs” garbage concerning gender. 
 
The district bridge (D26) is wrestling with the issue that most of the nation holds their district change of 
watch in the spring and, correspondingly, the several squadrons also have their COW’s in the spring.  The dis-
trict bridge is investigating moving the main District conference and coincidently encouraging the 13 squad-
rons to change to spring also.  Most likely the 2023 Conference will be a spring event and the change of watch 
will take place during the conference. 
 
There are two important issues: first, the incoming 2021-2022 bridge (to be elected in a few weeks) will find 
themselves with 18 month terms.  Second the District and the squadrons will be relieved of the problem of 
planning around Clemson and Carolina schedules. 
 
Squadron and Boating events that are in planning are a Tennessee River cruise, a Tugaloo kayak float, of 
course Float, Bob and Sips continuing until at least Labor Day weekend, and our own change of watch.
